We at the South African Statistical Association's Education Committee invite you to submit the statistics projects of your top three (3) honours 

students from 2009 for the 2009/2010 SASA Student Project Competition sponsored by SAS®. 

 

There will be three cash prizes for first to third place nationally. Group work is allowed, and in the case of group work, the prize money will be 

shared.  Please indicate group entries clearly by entering all the group members’ information.  The national prize winner will also be sponsored to 

attend the annual SASA Conference to be held in Potchefstroom (in the case of group work, a representative will be sponsored).  The prize includes 

sponsorship for national transport, accommodation and conference fees. The winner must be prepared to present his/her project at the Conference.  

Closing date for entries is 9 March 2010. 

 

Please note that each University may enter at most 3 honours projects.  To enter:

2) Remove any reference to the student's, the supervisor’s or the University’s name from each project and e-mail an electronic version of the 

project (with names removed) to Hannah.Gerber@uct.ac.za, by 9 March 2010.  Alternatively, send three hardcopies (with names removed) to 

Hannah Gerber, Department of Statistical Sciences, University of Cape Town, Private bag, Rondebosch, 7701 by 9 March 2010. 

 

Depending on the number of entries, three Universities will probably be selected to rank the projects. A member of the SASA education committee 

will also rank the projects.  The four ranked results will be analysed and the winners announced before the SASA conference.  Winners must be 

prepared to present their project at the conference and to be photographed.  If you have any questions please do not hesitate to contact me.
